Margaret Richardson, known as Pearl, died on 3rd March 2026 aged 94 years. She grew up in County Donegal, the northernmost county of the Republic of Ireland. She came to England, trained as a nurse and later became a sister at Coventry Gulson Road Hospital. She has a son Ian but sadly lost her husband John, who passed away unexpectedly. She joined the Coventry CHA Rambling Club in October 1988 and slowly recovered from her loss. Pearl often said that the club played a very important part in helping her with this loss. She became a club committee member and was elected President in 1999-2000. During her reign she organized two successful evenings; one to Tamworth Castle by candlelight with a meal in the town and the other to Walsall Illuminations. 
[image: ]She made many friends, particularly Hazel Hancock and Kath Lenton. They became known as the “Golden Girls” after the American television sitcom. She walked with the club every Sunday, went on club holidays at home and abroad and attended all weekend breaks at Youth Hostels! and hotels. She always walked near the front of a ramble and at about 11 am would remind the leader about having a coffee break. Any club social event, such as Barn Dances, Parties, Quiz and Skittles Nights or dates for footpath clearance were in her diary. Outside club activities, she loved her holidays and happily joined Hazel who traveled the world.
